The main celebration then kicked off with a presentation 

performed by the six Ekalesia of Rarotonga based on their 

each given themes, starting in order with Ngatangiia—

Parable of the ten Virgins, Matavera—Judgements 

of the Nations, Avarua—Thief of the Night, Nikao—

Cloud rider, Arorangi—Second coming of Christ, 

and lastly Titikaveka—New Heaven and New Earth. 

All these six Ekalesia portrayed their themes through a 

mixture of music, singing, drama, traditional hymns and 

many more ways that they found possible, to be able to 

express their message, and that message is to “Be 

Ready” because, as the theme of the day says, “Jesus is 

coming Soon”.

The two new Orometua were ordained by the Rev. Panu 
Rouru on behalf of the Orometua Ngateitei/President of the CICC and Executive Council. They were then blessed by 
all the attending Orometua who were present during the ceremony. The service was conducted in a normal church 
service order which was led by The Rev. Vaka Ngaro, which was then followed by the ordination, and a strong mes-
sage by the Principal Tere Marsters, which is to “descend into greatness”. Right after the special service, every-
one had the chance to congratulate the New Orometua whilst they exited the church. The procession then made their 
way up to Ruatoka hall for the refreshment/Kaikai which was prepared by the Rarotonga Konitara Ekalesias. This 
was a very special and rare occasion to happen, as Apiianga students are ordinated after their Graduation from Taka-
moa. Nevertheless, this was a special and proud moment for us all, from all the Ekalesias to close families and 
friends. So “Well done Saungaki, Good and faithful servant, Well done James, Good and Faithful Serv-
ant” and, of course, your beautiful wives and children who have all stood by your sides and will continue to do so 
throughout your journey as an Orometua.

We had a youth night of performances and reflections after an intense 

day going through the plenary at hand, an extra day would have been 

perfect so not to rush through the plenaries and we would have more 

time for our meeting and plannings.  

We left as strangers and returned strengthened and unified.

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PCC 12th General Assembly— SPATS 

II: SPATS PRE-ASSEMBLY – NOUMEA Principals and Councils of Theological Colleges across the region and 
were gathering in New Caledonia, for the SPATS Council meeting from 17th to 24th November 2023. With the out-
reach of faith communities to every town and village across the Pacific, the SPATS meeting with the theme: 
“Transforming Theological Education in the Changing Context” highlighted issues that are being taught and imple-
mented in the Asia and European world in contrast to the applications in the South Pacific. Speakers from Theologi-
cal Colleges in Canada, U.S.A, Australia and Asia presented ideologies relates to the transformation in the changing 
world and makes recommendations for the countries in the Pacific Conference of Churches (PCC).  

One of the interesting topic, and it is a tentative issue in our church today was introduced by Rev. Dr. J. Dorcas Gor-
don. A discussion on the marginalization of the gay, lesbian, and transgendered community in church and society - 
how their marginalization paralleled in specific ways, that of women who were also struggling to be recognized as 
leaders in church and society. The question was, whether the different regions in Asia and the Pacific would agree? 
The good news is that so far in spite of some reservations, Myanmar, the Philippines, Indonesia, Nepal, the women’s 
resource centre in Korea, Japan, and Taiwan, Serampore College and this region have agreed to participate  

In 1996, Kwok Pui Lan, a Chinese feminist theologian, said: “decolonizing minds” this she means, the cultural prac-
tices that need to change for the complex process of decolonization to be realized, or simply “Decolonization of a col-
ony involves not simply a political turn-over but also complicated, controversial and contested changes in cultural 
practices”. Hyun Sook Kim of Yonsei University in South Korea insists that, theological education must move away 
from its enlightenment framework to embrace the pluralism of the contemporary situation. This means a focusing 
away from religious questions that address personal, subjective spirituality to embracing the public sphere with its 
human need and suffering. Kim called this a “conversation” model. Observations, churches in Canada, Asia and other 
even in Ekalesia Porotatani of French Polynesia, (I Believed) where the first Missionary to teach the bible to our 
shore “Papehia” came from, have now excepted woman as ordained Minister. What are our views on these, these re-
mains a question?  

PCC 12th General Assembly— PCC Assembly 
The PCC General Assemblies are held every five years, and the previous gathering was in Auckland, Aotearoa-
New Zealand, looking at the role of Pacific diaspora communities. Reverend Bhagwan said the 2018 decision to host 
this week’s Assembly in New Caledonia came at a prophetic time: “It was on the eve of the first referendum on self-
determination in New Caledonia in 2018, and the 11th Assembly put out a statement and a regional call to prayer for 
the people of Kanaky.” “Given the challenges our sisters and brothers have faced, especially around the third referen-
dum in 2021.  

On Tuesday, President of New Caledonia Louis Mapou addressed the General Assembly. “Transformation as Self De-
termination,” is a major theme, and Tuesday’s plenary includes reflections from the Church and People of Kanaky; 
the Etaretia Porotetani Maohi (EPM) of Mā’ohi Nui / French Polynesia; the Churches of Tanah Papua (West Papua); 
and the United Aboriginal and Islander Christian Congress from Australia.  

On Wednesday, the plenary “Transformation as Ecological Stewardship” has a major focus on climate change, nucle-
ar legacies and “the stewardship of God’s creation.” Maureen Penjueli, the Coordinator of the Pacific Network on 
Globalisation (PANG) gave the keynote address, with responses from Fiji Archbishop Peter Loy Chong and a presen-
tation by Rev. Dr. Cliff Bird on “Reweaving the Ecological Mat: An Ecological Framework for Development.” Reflect-
ing on the challenges facing children and young people, a further plenary will discuss “Children as God’s Precious 
Gifts: Transformation as Child Protection and Empowerment.”.  

On Thursday, I (Junior Ngatokorua) had the honor to participate as a member in the Nomination Committee to run 
and overseer the election of the PCC Office Bearers such as the Moderator, Deputy and the General Secretary.
